
Rye Cove Intermediate, in an effort to combat chronic absenteeism, will be 

providing attendance incentives for our students each nine weeks during the 

2018-2019 school year.  A brief description of the incentives are provided below 

for your information.  All absences, excused and unexcused, count toward 

reaching your child’s attendance goal. 

August Kickoff: To start our program, every student that does not miss a day in 

the month of August will be rewarded with an Ice Cream Social. 

 

1st 9 weeks: AttenDANCE:  All students that have missed 2 or less days during the 

first 9 weeks will be allowed to attend a dance in the gym during school hours. 

2nd 9 weeks: Popcorn and a Movie: All students that have missed 2 or less days 

during the second 9 weeks will be allowed to attend a movie in the gym during 

school hours. 

3rd 9 weeks: Battle Ball: All students that have missed 2 or less days during the 

third 9 weeks will be allowed to participate in a battle ball tournament vs each 

other and the teachers.  Tournament winners will receive a pizza party. 

4th 9 weeks: Competition Incentive: The homeroom from each grade that has the 

highest percentage of students with 2 or less days absent in the fourth 9 weeks 

will get to choose which staff member or administrator in the building gets the 

public humiliation of being “pie-faced”.  All students with 2 or less absences will 

get to watch the event and get free snow cones.
